By attending any in-person services or events of the Church, you are also agreeing to abide by 
all rules and recommendations posted in signs on the Church premises or otherwise 
communicated by the Church, its employees, directors, officers, or authorized volunteers, in 
order to protect your health and safety and the health and safety of others.
